The Ottoman Empire after being defeated at Vienna in 1683, still remained a
Eurasian-African world power. The Russian Kingdom had after the victory at Poltava
in 1709 became a hegemon in the Nothern and Eastern Europe and direct threat to
the Ottoman Empire. The Sublime Porte sought to remove Tzar’s control from the
powerless Rzeczpospolita and this was the main cause of the conflictin 1710-1713.

As a result, Russia was cut off the south sea, lost Azov, Taganrog and a
considerable part of Russia’s influence in Moldavia, Wallachia, Montenegro,
Herzegovina, Serbia, Western Circassia and Kabarda. The war with Turkey prolonged
the North war for several years. Nevertheless, the campaigns of Peter I to the
Danube, the Crimea and the Caucasus became a phase of the Russian policy in the
“Eastern Question” and a harbinger of failure of the Ottoman Empire in the wars
of XVIII centuryand the first quarter of the XIX century.
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
