The monograph shows the nature and degree of influence of the doctrines of mercantilism
and cameralism on the economic policy of Peter I. The central provisions of mercantilism, such as
protectionism, the monetary system, monopolies and privileges, led to the formation of the economic
categories of wealth, capital and trade turnover.
