For the first time in the world literature a comprehensive fundamental analysis of placer deposits
of various minerals in Russia and in a number of foreign countries is presented on common conceptual
basis. The interdependence of placer formation and geodynamic, geochemical processes occurring in the
zone of three Earth’s covers interaction — lithosphere, hydrosphere and atmosphere — is shown.
A quantitative model of placer formation is considered. Mineral behaviour in exogenous conditions,
i. e.mineral migration and concentration, is characterized on the basis of the constant of mineral hyper-
gene stability and hydraulic size discovered by the author.

For the first time peculiar features are identified and characterized for metamorphogenic, pluto-
nogenic, volcanogenic, plutonogenic/volcanogenic and other deposits. Besides, he offered solution for
some problems of general geology, lithogenesis and ore genesis.

Comprehensive analysis of the conditions for the formation of largest placer deposits is performed.
These deposits, in favourable tectonogeomorphological conditions, may sometimes originate from low-
grade ore deposits having no commercial importance.

The originality of the work is in the fact the author introduced in the geological science some new
categories which have won universal recognition. They are: perigiacial lithogenesis, technogenic deposits,
the constant of hypergene stability of minerals and some others. He outlined the fundamentals of quan-
titative interpretation of different stages of placer-formation process.

The book is addressed to geologists, geochemists, lithologists, mineralogists, and other experts
dealing with ore and placer deposits, as well as to professors, undergraduate and graduate students at
universities and colleges.
