On the third of January, 2014 it marked the 55" Anniversary of the official
assignment to Alaska the status of the 49* state of the USA, and February, 2014
marked 25 years since the official international relations between the State of Alaska,
the Magadan region and the Russian Far East were established. In the book devoted
to these events, the characteristic of the modern period of the State of Alaska’s socio-
economic life organization — the most northern region of the USA occupying about 20 %
of this country’s territory is presented. On the basis of literary source short systematized
information on geography, history and state’s archeology is stated. The author of
the book, from 1993 to 2004, lived and worked in this state as a visiting professor
of University of Alaska and a coordinator of its American-Russian center, interesting
and little known data to Russia’s area studies professionals regarding the rational and
effective organization of regional self-government and environmental management
was given. The main attention is focused on the processes of forms and mechanisms
improvement of state-private and social partnership in the use of the territory ‘s nature
resource capacity. The process of the optimum form formation of the social contract
between the state and the population for growth of people’s welfare is shown. Personal
experience of the author in the creation of various forms of interregional cooperation in
the field of science and education between the State of Alaska, the Magadan region and
the Russian Far East is described.

The book is intended for students, graduate students, teachers and the managerial
personnel dealing with the problems of development of Russia’s resource-extraction
territories.
