The book continues the series of collective monographs “Essays of the Russian
culture”, covering the XIX century (in 6 valumes, Moscow, 1998-2005) and the
turn of the XIX~XX centuries (vol. 1-3, Moscow, 2011, 2016). It is dedicated to
the era of the World War 1. The project is aimed on presenting the socio-cultural
cross-section of the Russian society life during the war vears in its completeness and
diversity. The key differences of the study are the complexity of the approach, the
presence of cross-cutting plots and mutual references within the text of the essays.
The authors tried to show that the war did not interrupt the processes in social,
socio-cultural and everyday life, but it created a qualitatively new reality and a new
understanding and feeling of events in social and cultural life accordingly. For the
first time, both the creators of culture and its recipients encountered events of such
duration and mass character. The further development of social and cultural life did
not just continue the processes stopped by the World War { — it summed up and
used the experience of the war years.
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
