The monograph is dedicated to the old northern town of Pustozersk which in 1999 celebrated its 500" anni-
versary. Perhaps not all of the readers are aware of the fact that Pustozersk founded almost at the delta of the
powerful river Pechora is a major Russion town beyond the Polar Circle i.e. not just a settlement place but ex-
actly town (i.e. Russian: gorod) — a settlement structure which included a fortress (the ‘gorod’ proper) and an
unfortified posad (settlement) area. This military, administrative and cultural centre of Northern Russia entered
the number of the trading and manufacturing centres situated in the Arctic regions: Vigan and Tromsg of the
12— 13" centuries in the northern part of the Norwegian Atlantic coast, the 16™ century urban centres of
Vard@, Russian trans-polar towns of the 16" century — Kola on Murman, Berezov, towns of Tyumen and Tobol
in the Ob basin, and Mangazea (early 17™ century) on the Taz River. It is these pioneers of the Arctic colonisa-
tion that along with the numerous hunting camps and winter settlements were the major centres of the economic
development of the Arctic territories. The authors begin the historical ‘reading’ of their narration not with the
year of Pustozersk’s foundation (1499) but with those archaeological materials which according to their impor-
tance for the subject and their chronology should be used in a principally new source-study base of an investiga-
tion. Particular attention was paid in the monograph to the archaeology and history of Pustozersk — a town
with a dramatic fate, a town which during some two centuries had been a peculiar ‘crossroad’ in the middle of
the Pechora tundras — a bridge connecting not only the far northern regions of the Russian state but actually
the Northern Atlantic area with the extreme north-east of Europe and with the northern Siberia. The source-
study base of the investigation comprises different kinds of sources: its basis is represented by the archaeological
collections gathered by the authors during excavations of the old Pustozersk and sites in its neighbourhood in
1987 — 1995 [O. V. Ovsyannikov] and excavations of the Russian hunting camps on the Spitsbergen Archipelago
in 19811995 [M. E. Jasinski] as well as a great number of written documents of the 16™ — 18" centuries some
of which have been discovered by the authors and are being published here for the first time. Along with these
materials the authors have used some results of the excavations of the 17 century Russian town of Mangazea in
the West-Siberian Arctic area (in 1968—1969 O. V. Ovsyannikov participated in the joint Mangazean historico-
geographical expedition of the Institute of Arctics and Antarctics and the Institute of Archaeology, AS USSR, as
an archaeologist authorised for carrying out archaeological excavations). The authors demonstrate not only the
similarity of the historical fates of these two Russian Arctic centres but also their close economic ties during the
period of the active fur trade in the North of Siberia.
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
