On the example of the Komi Republic the experience of the realization regional de-
mographic fertility policy in 1990 was analyzed. Evolution of modern pro-family demograph-
ic policy on the federal and regional levels was considered. Tendencies of level and structure
of birth rate were disclosed. Impact of demographic policy on birth rate dynamics and repro-
ductive attitudes was estimated. Survey found the increase of reproductive attitudes in the
conditions of adding its measures. Character of their influence on the reproductive behavior of
different real cohorts of the population was detected. The character of standards of reproduc-
tive behavior, emerging in young people and defining the prospects of birth rate, was re-
vealed. Directions of the improvement the demographic policy were proposed.
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
