The monograph presents theoretical foundations and original methodology of landscape planning which is
understood as a hierarchical system of spatial decisions aimed at adaptation of multifunctional land use to
landscape structure of a territory. The review of ideas developed in territorial and landscape planning was
provided. Theoretical sources of landscape planning ideology were examined. The book provides rationales
for the necessity to use various types of spatial units in order to make local-scale planning decisions. The
classification of landscape planning situations was developed. The authors propose rules for landscape-
planning decision-making. The book advocates multistuctural and muitiscale approach to landscape planning.
It involves consideration for the functional role of a local landscape unit in the higher-order geosystems
(administrative, landscape, flow-based ones). The authors developed the relevant algorithm for making spatial
decisions. The examples from the plain and mountainous regions in the forest zone of Russia were used to
describe the experience of implementing spatial and technological instruments of landscape planning and
decreasing the density of land use conflicts for natural protected areas, areas of high cultural and historical
values, and the territories with intensive multifunctional and monofunctional land use.

The book will be useful for the wide range of professionals in the fields of territorial planning and management,
nature protection, ecology, geography, landscape architecture, as well as for the lectures in geography and
ecoliogy, graduate and post-graduate students.
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
